FAQ’s

How will my child find his or her teacher on the first day of school?

· Children will be personally greeted by staff members and brought directly to their teachers who are waiting for them in the gymnasium.  The teachers will escort the children to the classroom.  We will follow this procedure every day for the first week of school until the children learn the way to the classroom.  
Will I be permitted to go into the classroom on the first day of school?

· We encourage parents to “Kiss and Go” on the first day of school.  Staff members will escort the children to the classrooms.  Experience has taught us that it makes the transition easier for your child when the drop off at school is done in a positive, cheerful, and expedient manner.  If your child is very distressed and refuses to separate from you on the first day of school, special area teachers will be on hand to help handle the situation. Please be assured that we have years of experience handling homesick youngsters and we will look back with fondness when he is one of our fourth grade safeties in a few short years! 
What are the procedures for children who ride the bus to school?

· Your kindergartener will have a color-coded bus tag for identification.  When the kindergarteners get off the bus, a staff member will bring them to their classroom teacher as indicated on the bus tag.  Please review all bus safety rules with your child. 
I’m worried that my kindergartener will get lost taking the bus home.  How will he/she know at what stop to get off the bus?

· For the first few days of school, adult aides ride the bus to ensure that all children get off the bus at the correct bus stop and are greeted by an adult.  Students exiting the bus are individually accounted for.  All kindergarten students must be released directly to an adult.  They may not walk home alone from the bus stop. If an adult is not at the bus stop, the child will be brought back to the school.  Don’t forget to visit the bus parked in the depot on the way out today!

· After the first few days of school, responsible fourth grade students are assigned bus buddies.  The fourth graders will make sure that their buddy gets on the correct bus and gets off the bus at the correct stop.

· It is helpful to let your child ride the bus right from the beginning of the school year. He/she will get used to the procedures quickly while an adult is riding the bus.

My child is a walker.  Where do I pick up my kindergartener at the end of the day?

· Kindergarten students are dismissed “hand to hand.”  You must park your car and get out and walk to the door to pick up your child.  Kindergarteners are released through the doors of Ms. Duffy’s room on Washington Place. Look for the sign saying Kindergarten exit on her door. 

· Please DO NOT park in the cul-de-sac and block the traffic flow.
